	Details of Service

	HSE West and North West is responsible for the provision of all acute and community services across the 6 counties of Galway, Mayo, Roscommon, Sligo, Leitrim and Donegal and is operationally divided into 4 Integrated Health Areas (IHAs) – Galway Roscommon IHA, Mayo IHA, Sligo/Leitrim/West Cavan/South Donegal IHA and Donegal IHA. Each managed by an Integrated Health Area (IHA) Manager. 

To support the delivery of high quality, consistent care, Networks of Care are being developed across the region which are multidisciplinary clinically led regional structures, which will provide leadership, set the strategy for the relevant clinical/care area, support quality, risk and safety structures/processes, and help support the regional leadership team in the assurance processes related to the relevant services.

· Quality assurance on the basis of one integrated service, although operating at different geographical sites; this will require data to be pooled across the NoC. 
· An integrated approach to service delivery which ensures that each Integrated Health Area (IHA) delivers care appropriate to the resources, facilities and services available in that area. 
· Accountable structures to support high quality education and clinical research, and active engagement with evolving regional academic structures.

An integrated approach to service delivery which ensures that each IHA in the Region delivers care appropriate to the population needs, resources, facilities and services available. The NoC will work closely with all stakeholders relevant to Network.

	Purpose of the Post 

	The Clinical Skills Facilitator provides clinical and leadership support across a 7-day service.

The role of the Clinical Skills Facilitator (Clinical Nurse Manager 2 Grade) is: 
· Promote a culture that fosters professional development. 
· To provide clinical education to Nurses to support them to become competent, skilled and professional members of the Multidisciplinary Team.
· To enhance the professional development and educational requirements for all nursing staff in the service areas.  
· Identify the training and educational requirements within the service and develop and co-ordinate educational study days in response to service needs.
· Support the CNM in the implementation and review of Performance Improvement Plans, assisting in the clinical area as required.
· Act as effective role model by demonstrating skilled nursing care in the clinical setting. 
· Maintain and further enhance the induction and orientation programme for all staff in the service area. Support newly appointed nursing staff. 
· Work as part of the Nurse Practice Development Team on the development, review and implementation of GUH PPPG’s. 
· Explore new roles in nursing practice and develop a strategy for implementation of these roles within the strategic framework of the Scope of Practice. 
· Work as part of the Nurse Practice Development Team continuously evaluating and developing nursing practice, and will have responsibility as project lead on specific initiatives.
· Quality assurance of clinical practice by promoting high standards of evidenced based, safe, effective and quality nursing care.

· To Support CNM in the development of targets to meet KPIs.

The Clinical Skills Facilitator (Clinical Nurse Manager 2 Grade) will:
· Engage in continuing professional development by keeping up to date with nursing literature, recent nursing research and new developments in nursing management, education and practice and to attend staff study days as considered appropriate.
· Participate in the identification, development and delivery of induction, education, training and development programmes for nursing and non-nursing staff which reflects the changing needs of clinical practice. 
· Be familiar with the curriculum training programme for student nurses and be aware of the clinical experience required to meet the needs of the programme. 
· Provide support and supportive supervision to Clinical Nurse Manager 1 and front-line staff where appropriate.
· Maintain and further enhance the induction and orientation programme for all staff in the service area. 
· Provide facilitation and co-ordination for nurses undertaking educational programmes.  
· Support newly appointed nursing staff in the area of clinical expertise and level of competence in the clinical setting.

	Every appointment of a person who is not already a permanent officer of the Health Service Executive or of a Local Authority shall be subject to a probationary period of 12 months as stipulated in the Department of Health Circular No.10/71.

	Protection of Children Guidance and Legislation

	The welfare and protection of children is the responsibility of all HSE staff. You must be aware of and understand your specific responsibilities under the Children First Act 2015, the Protections for Persons Reporting Child Abuse Act 1998 in accordance with Section 2, Children First National Guidance and other relevant child safeguarding legislation and policies. 
All Mandated Persons under the Children First Act 2015, within the HSE, are appointed as Designated Officers under the Protections for Persons Reporting Child Abuse Act, 1998.
Mandated Persons such as line managers, doctors, nurses, physiotherapists, occupational therapists, speech and language therapists, social workers, social care workers, and emergency technicians have additional responsibilities. 
You should check if you are a Mandated Person and be familiar with the related roles and legal responsibilities.

	Infection Control
	Have a working knowledge of Health Information and Quality Authority (HIQA) Standards as they apply to the role for example, Standards for Healthcare, National Standards for the Prevention and Control of Healthcare Associated Infections, Hygiene Standards etc. and comply with associated HSE protocols for implementing and maintaining these standards as appropriate to the role.


	Health & Safety
	It is the responsibility of line managers to ensure that the management of safety, health and welfare is successfully integrated into all activities undertaken within their area of responsibility, so far as is reasonably practicable. Line managers are named and roles and responsibilities detailed in the relevant Site Specific Safety Statement (SSSS). 

Key responsibilities include:

1. Developing a SSSS for the department/service[footnoteRef:1], as applicable, based on the identification of hazards and the assessment of risks, and reviewing/updating same on a regular basis (at least annually) and in the event of any significant change in the work activity or place of work. [1:  A template SSSS and guidelines are available on the National Health and Safety Function/H&S web-pages] 

1. Ensuring that Occupational Safety and Health (OSH) is integrated into day-to-day business, providing Systems Of Work (SOW) that are planned, organised, performed, maintained and revised as appropriate, and ensuring that all safety related records are maintained and available for inspection.
1. Consulting and communicating with staff and safety representatives on OSH matters.
1. Ensuring a training needs assessment (TNA) is undertaken for employees, facilitating their attendance at statutory OSH training, and ensuring records are maintained for each employee.
1. Ensuring that all incidents occurring within the relevant department/service are appropriately managed and investigated in accordance with HSE procedures[footnoteRef:2]. [2:  See link on health and safety web-pages to latest Incident Management Policy] 

1. Seeking advice from health and safety professionals through the National Health and Safety Function Helpdesk as appropriate.
1. Reviewing the health and safety performance of the ward/department/service and staff through, respectively, local audit and performance achievement meetings for example.
